· Fixed minor bug in samples save code where root document element was not being added before being used

· Now supports command line options save and load. E.g. "save out.xml" or "load out.xml"

· Now uses #import and namespaces to save having to muck around downloading the latest SDK etc

· Now supports ActiveDOM - an alternative to MSXML that does not required IE4 SP1 or IE5 to be installed to get XML support.   More detail at http://www.vivid-creations.com/dom/index.htm

· Created a simple VB6 component to demonstrate using the property bag


You'll need to register ActiveDOM (version 1.0.7 or later) before using it:

Regsvr32 vcxml10.dll

The VB component included just does this:

To create the XML file type the following in the Release directory:

Xmlpropbag save out.xml

To recreate the object and load the property type:

Xmlpropbag load out.xml
